ACCOMMODATION OPTIONS
PLEASE READ CAREFULLY: the booking of all accommodation is entirely your responsibility! 

While in Chinchilla at the most recent ANN Get-together participants interested in joining us in 2012 were asked to indicate their accommodation preferences. These were: cabins 20, motel 11, van park 3, tent 2, bunks 0. Based on that information, our evolving program and our preference to keep you as close together as possible, we, therefore, recommend the following options. They are all located in North Canberra - specifically in the suburbs of O’Connor, Lyneham, Dickson and Downer.  While we will provide bus transport for our major excursions, we cannot provide a taxi service. If you are coming without your own transport please choose accommodation close to proposed pick-up points.  The following are our accommodation suggestions in the order of your choice: 

CANBERRA MOTOR VILLAGE – longer stays are cheaper.

Bus Access: not good. www.action.act.gov.au
Cabins: Some contain bunks; we recommend occupying bottom bunk only. Prices vary, are quoted for two.  Extra persons, extra costs. Four people would be comfortable. The following are examples:

Ridge View Cabins: fully self contained, two separate bedrooms, double bed in one, double with bunk over in the other. Located at edge of park, views of bush; not serviced daily.

Wattle Glen Cabins: fully self-contained, two separate bedrooms, main has queen bed that can split into two singles, second has two double bunks; not serviced daily.

Boronia kitchenette motel: queen bed and two singles in open plan room; serviced daily.

Tent: powered/unpowered, cars kept separate – close to above cabins. No kitchen. BBQ close.

Van: in block at opposite end to cabins; trailer tents need twisting side on. Concrete – trees, no grass.

ADVANTAGES: Adjacent to nature walks in Bruce and O’Connor Ridges Nature Reserves, close to Black Mountain Nature Reserve, Calvary Hospital, BBQ Facilities, 4 km to Canberra’s city centre. Within short driving distance of O’Connor, Lyneham, Dickson shops, Civic.

DISADVANTAGES: A large site, shared with others. Choose cabins on the far left, if affordable. Walk to bus.
